Purpose

The purpose of the Student Dress Code is to outline Chelsea Primary School’s requirements for student dress and appearance and to provide information about uniform purchase and support, dress code implementation and exemption processes. 
This dress code has been developed by Chelsea Primary School’s School Council in close consultation with our school community to ensure that it respects the rights of individual students whilst reflecting the values and interests of our community. 
The Student Dress Code aims to:

· foster a sense of community and belonging and encourages students to develop pride in their appearance 
· support Chelsea Primary School’s commitment to ensuring that our students feel equal and are dressed safely and appropriately for school activities. 
· reduce student competition based on clothing 
· enhance the profile and identity of the school and its students within the wider community.  
The School Council has developed a dress code that provides a range of choices for students and is cost effective for families.
IMPLEMENTATION

· Parents’ co-operation is sought to ensure correct uniform is worn and to ensure that all clothing is labelled

· Parents are encouraged to donate good quality second hand uniforms to the Uniform Shop. Quality second hand uniforms will be made available for sale

· Summer and Winter Uniforms are required to be worn during school hours, while travelling to and from school and when students are representing the school outside school hours

· Leggings are not approved uniform, except for cultural reasons

· The wearing of the school logo on polo shirts and school’s Sun Smart navy hat is expected

· For safety reasons, jewellery, except for plain stud or small sleeper earrings is not permitted 
· Obvious hair colouring and extreme hair styles are not permitted. For safety and health reasons, students (both boys and girls) with shoulder length or longer hair should have it tied back using hair ties, ribbons and clips in school colours.
· Other than clear nail polish, nail polish and make-up are not permitted

· Long sleeved T-shirts/tops worn underneath short sleeved polo shirts or summer dresses are not approved uniform

· Tights and leggings worn under summer dresses are not approved uniform

· Although plain uniform items are available at various stores, we would prefer that students wear approved Chelsea Primary Uniform

· Assistance is available to families in cases of economic hardship. Parents or guardians should contact Assistant Principal for assistance.

Uniform

Our uniform choices provides all students with safe and comfortable options.

- navy blue short or long-sleeved polo shirt with school logo

- navy shorts

- navy windcheater or bomber jacket with school logo

- school print dress

- navy skort

- plain white, black, or navy socks

A SunSmart navy school hat must be worn in Term 1 and 4
	· Winter Uniform (suggested Terms 2 and 3)
- navy blue long or short or long-sleeved polo shirt with school logo

-navy polar fleece school logo jacket

- navy tracksuit or bootleg pants-not leggings

-navy tunic-white or navy skivvy underneath

- navy school logo windcheater or school logo bomber jacket

- plain white, black or navy socks 

- Chelsea Primary School beanie (optional)

· Footwear: For health and safety reasons students are required to wear runners (preferably black) or black closed toe school shoes. Open-toed or canvas shoes are not considered appropriate forms of school uniform

· School Bags: A logoed school bag is not compulsory 

· School Hats: In line with our SunSmart Policy, from 1st September to 30th April all students will be required to wear a Sun Smart school navy hat (Legionnaire, broad brimmed or approved bucket hat style) when outside. This includes lunchtime, recess, sport sessions and other outside class activities. Aside from head scarves worn for cultural reasons, hats should not be worn inside

· Extreme Weather: On cold days, students may wear coats, beanies and hats to and from school, at recess and lunchtimes. These are to be removed whilst inside.
· Year 6 students: have the option to purchase a commemorative year 6 polo and/or rugby top
Implementation
Chelsea Primary School will ensure that this Student Dress Code is communicated to all families and students through our website and newsletter. We will assist families who may be experiencing difficulties complying with this policy where possible. 
EXEMPTIONS TO student dress code
We recognise that there may be situations where the application of this dress code may affect students unequally.

Students and their parents or carers may apply either in writing or in person to the Principal or Assistant Principal for an exemption to this Student Dress Code if: 

· an aspect of this code prevents the student from complying with a requirement of their religious, ethnic or cultural beliefs or background

· the student has a particular disability or health condition that requires a departure from the dress code

· the student or their parents/carers can demonstrate economic hardship that prevents them from complying with the dress code. 
When the Principal receives a request for an exemption, they will:

· consider the grounds for the exemption request 

· explain the process to the student and/or their parents/carers

· encourage the student and/or their parents/carers to support their application with evidence. 
The Principal or delegate will then try to negotiate a resolution that is acceptable to all parties. If an exemption is not given, then written reasons will be provided to the student and/or their parents or carers.
