We are lucky enough to share our upcoming curriculum day with Bentleigh West PS; our staff will be involved in the 

learnings of EDI (Explicit Direct Instruction). Explicit Direct Instruction (EDI) is a strategic collection of research-based instructional 

practices pioneered by pedagogues and cognitive researchers, such as Hattie, Rosenshine, Marzano, Sousa, Hunter, Goldenberg, 

and many more. When all of the research is combined, you get EDI. These strategies help teachers deliver well-crafted lessons that 

explicitly teach grade-level content to all students the first time a concept is taught. EDI is an approach that successfully improves 

learning for all students.
