Today you will receive an information booklet/brochure outlining Chelsea 

Primary schools teaching & learning models and other relevant information 

regarding the direction of the school. This brochure has been designed to 

inform current and future parents of Chelsea Primary School. We will continue 

to follow the evidence of best practice teaching strategies.  

Below I will discuss cognitive load theory, which is an area our teachers will 
review and follow during 2019. How can this theory support our teachers 
when delivering instruction to the class? In the brochure, I have mentioned the 
word working memory and ensuring teachers are reviewing content regularly 
to move this new information is transferred from short to long term memory.   

The human brain can only process a small amount of new information at once. 
Information is processed in the working memory, where we hold small 
amounts of new information for a very short time. The average person can 
only hold on to around seven chucks of new information in their working 
memory at a time, and can only work on about four chunks at a time.

Dylan Wiliam has described cognitive load theory as Ψthe single most important 

thing for teachers to knowΩΦ Cognitive load theory uses knowledge of the 

human brain to design teaching strategies that will maximise learning. It 

provides theoretical and empirical support for explicit models of instruction, in 

which teachers show students what to do and how to do it, rather than having 

them discover or construct information for themselves. Cognitive load theory 

is about optimising the load on studentsΩ working memories to help maximise 

their learning. 

Cognitive load theory is supported by a robust evidence base which shows that 

students learn best when they are given explicit instruction accompanied by 

lots of practice and feedback. Through a significant number of randomised 

controlled trials (RCTs), researchers have identified several strategies that can 

help teachers to maximise student learning. These strategies work by 

optimising the load on students' working memories. You can view these seven
